Speaking at a ''Round Table Meeting on Prospects and Challenges on Nepal-India-Bangladeh Trilateral Cooperation 

Programme'' organized by the Asian Institute of Diplomacy and International Affairs (AIDIA) in Kathmandu on 4 December 2017, 

Mr. Ghimire outlined the necessity of enhancing connectivity among three countries through all means of modes including road,

potential benefits of ports like Chittagong and Mongla in favour of Nepal, he urged translating words of past decisions into 

concrete actions.
